Vodafone today announced the launch of a catalogue
of 500,000 full music tracks on Vodafone live! with 3G.

The enhanced service will be rolled out
to Vodafone live! with 3G customers in eight countries,

beginning in Germany, with Greece, Italy, the Netherlands, Portugal,
Spain, Sweden and the UK

following in the next few months.



Vodafone also announced that,
since it first launched full track music downloads

across an extensive range of new 3G handsets in November 2004,

over one million tracks have been downloaded.

perspective



For Nokia, there's Music in the Air.

Visual Radio works by allowing broadcasters
to create and publish interactive visual content to accompany

and complement their existing FM broadcasts.

Consumers with a Visual Radio-enabled handset
can then listen to their favorite radio station

via the FM receiver in the phone,
while viewing, reacting and interacting with the visual channel

delivered over the GPRS mobile network.



Also, the deal last August with Loudeye
aims to take on the iPod with easy wireless music downloads

to your handset.

At the 3GSM earlier this month, Nokia also revealed
its plans to add support for Windows Media Audio files,

Windows Media DRM 10 and Media Transfer Protocol
to their handsets.



The announcement from Nokia
came just two weeks after Motorola

announced a collaboration with online-music leader
Apple Computer to bring the popular iTunes service

to Motorola phones.
